Brief Details about His Case 
  
Amir Abdelgani was 35 when he was convicted of seditious conspiracy, bombing conspiracy and attempted 
bombing. He was accused of helping to scout bombing targets, delivering diesel fuel to a Queens safe house 
where bombs were being made and helping mix the oil with fertilizer to make the bombs. He was arrested along 
with Sheikh Omar Abdel Rahman and eight others. He has an expected release date of 9/18/2019. 
 

Why Should I Adopt Amir? 
  
Amir is your Muslim brother who has been falsely accused of allegations. He did not commit any crime. He 
desperately needs letters from the Ummah to let him know that we are there supporting the brother in the 
difficulties he faces. He would really appreciate some mail reassuring him and the other brothers with him of this. 
He has been in prison for a long time and still has quite a bit to go before he is released. Let Amir know that you 
are praying for him and haven't forgotten he exists.
